In addition, please respect the space of others when decorating your crypt front by being sure that your floral arrangement is within the area of your crypt, not so large that it covers another.  We need to be good neighbors in the cemetery also.
Another area of concern is the attachment of items to tree limbs.  Wind chimes and bird houses are lovely but can literally “cut off the circulation” in a limb, causing damage to the tree.  Again, please try to be good neighbors – not everyone loves wind chimes!
