Moving of North Entry

New Signs

Complimentary Vases

We will be providing vases for your use at four locations throughout the cemetery.

Clearing Baby Garden Areas
In order to keep the Baby Garden areas looking nice, on September 1st and March 1st all unclaimed items that have been left in the Baby Garden areas will be discarded. Please remove anything that you want to keep before these dates.
Flower and Decoration Removal
Flowers and decorations are removed each Tuesday from February 15th through November 15th.

Mother’s Day and Father’s Day: Removed the following Wednesday.
Memorial Day: Removed the following Thursday/Friday. 
Edging of Markers

All the markers in the cemetery are edged before Mother’s Day and then again before Memorial Day. Edging takes place 2 to 4 more times during the growing season.

How to locate a vase

Vases can be placed to the right or left of the marker; on the center of the grave; and at the center between two graves. When not in use vases are placed upside down in the underground casing, so only the flat, circular bottom is visible.  If the vases have not been used for a long time, grass may have grown over the vase making it difficult to find.
