Over the next several months Gate of Heaven Cemetery will be undertaking two major construction projects. Both could be occurring at the same time.  

As part of the Montgomery Road widening plan by the Ohio Department of Transportation, our Cornell Road entrance is being reconfigured. The new entrance is going to be about eighty feet west of its current location. A traffic light will be installed with a left turn signal out of the Cemetery. 

During the same time period, a reshaping and contouring of undeveloped Cemetery property will occur, adding multiple sections for future use. These sections will not only increase the Cemetery’s ground burial and cremation option locations, but also Shrine estate areas and private mausoleum sites for our coming generations of parishioners. Part of the project includes the installation of numerous earthen sound barriers on Gate of Heaven’s western property, bordering I-275.  

As the Cemetery expands to meet the needs of our Catholic family, we realize there will be a temporary inconvenience. For that, we apologize. Growing pains caused by preparation for future responsibilities are unavoidable. Bear with us. We are sure you and your families will be pleased with the end result.
